High Duty Tool Room Lathe.

“American’” High Duty Tool Room Lathes are built in four (4) sizes, 14 inch, 16
inch, 18 inch and 20 inch. The basis of these lathes is the regular “American” High Duty
Lathe with Patented Drop Vee Bed, Double Plate Apron, Patented Quick-Change Mechan-
ism affording 48 thread and feed changes, Phosphor bronze bearings, ete., as deseribed in
the circulars covering the standard machines.

The term “Tool Room Lathe’ is generally understood to mean a lathe fully equipped
with the various attachments, such as the Taper, Draw-in and Relieving Attachments
that are required to handle all classes of Tool Room Work. This type of lathe is also
usually furnished with a pan for retaining the lubricant which must be used when working
on hard steels.

It is not always necessary, however, for a tool room lathe to have all of these at-
tachments, and we are therefore prepared to furnish any one of them separately.

In the following we shall not try to give a description of the entire lathe as that is

taken care of by our regular circulars, but will devote our endeavors to a comprehensive

description of the various attachments which are essential to a tool room lathe.
